$250,000 when Option 1 (no deductible) is selected;

• 60¢ (*1.00) per $100.00 or fraction thereof for the amount of valuation in excess of
$250,000 when Option 2 ($250 deductible) is selected;

• 50¢ (*1.00) per $100.00 or fraction thereof for the amount of valuation in excess of
$250,000 when Option 3 ($500 deductible) is selected.

NOTE 2:  The valuation brochure provided along with this insert and the Order for Service are
hereby amended to reflect coverage selection that may not be less than $5,000 or an amount per
pound that may not be less than $5.00 per pound, whichever is greater.

Valuation Option 2- NOMINAL
OPTION is the most economical option
available, but it offers the least
protection against loss or damage during
the move, as required by the F.M.C.S.A.,

and should be used only if your goods have a very
low replacement value.

Here’s how it works. Under this option, Ameri-
can Red Ball assumes liability for no more than 60
cents per pound per article. This means that claims
are settled based upon the individual weight of the
article(s) multiplied times 60 cents. There is no
charge for this minimum coverage.

Example: If a 10-pound stereo component were
lost or destroyed, American Red Ball’s liability would
be for no more than $6.00 (10 pounds multiplied by
60 cents).
    Obviously, you should think carefully before
agreeing to such an arrangement. This value option is
considerably less than the typical value of household
goods. There is no additional cost for this minimal
protection and you must make a specific statement on
the Order for Service agreeing to it.

     Valuation Option 1 - FULL (REPLACE-
(MENT) VALUE PROTECTION provides
the most comprehensive valuation
coverage available.  American Red Ball’s

liability is based on your selection of the following
options, whichever is greater:

1. Lump Sum Declaration of a flat dollar
amount of coverage. The amount declared MUST be
at least equal to the weight of your shipment
multiplied by $5.00 per pound and subject to a
minimum declaration of $5,000.00. Example:  A  5,000
pound shipment valued at $40,000.00 (this “lump
sum” amount exceeds the minimum of $5.00 per
pound).

2. The Weight of Your Shipment multiplied by
$5.00 per pound. Example: A 6,500 pound shipment
would be $35,000.00 (6,500 times $5.00 = $32,500.00.
See Table of Valuation for required increments.)

The cost of this coverage will vary depending
upon the valuation amount you declare. You can
greatly reduce your cost if you choose one of the
deductible options. See TABLE OF APPLICABLE
VALUATION.

When you elect to purchase Full (Replace-
ment) Value Protection, on articles that are lost,
damaged or destroyed, regardless of the age,
American Red Ball will compensate as follows:
- Full cost of repairs*,  OR
- Full replacement with like articles*,  OR
- Current market replacement value*,
whichever of the three (3) is less.

*The shipper assumes responsibility for the
first $250 or $500 of any claim where a deductible
has been specified. Protection under this item will
not apply to specific articles or matched sets of
articles  which are valued at $3,000 or more unless
shipper provides carrier with written notice that
such articles are included in the shipment. Refer to
HIGH VALUE INVENTORY. ** See important notes
below.

• **Full (Replacement) Value Protection is limited
to shipments moving to or from the 48

The contract you will sign with
American Red Ball provides two (2)
options for placing a value on your

shipment. The value that you select sets
the limit of American Red Ball’s maxi-

mum liability for loss or damage to
your goods. These optional levels of

liability are not insurance agreements
that are governed by state insurance

laws, but instead are authorized under
Released Rates Orders of the Surface

Transportation Board of the U.S.
Department of Transportation.

continental states, Alaska and Canada.
• **It does not cover single articles or matched sets valued at $3,000.00 or more unless American Red Ball is

specifically notified before the move begins. Refer to the HIGH VALUE INVENTORY.
• **On shipments which also involve Storage-In Transit (SIT), an additional Storage-In-Transit valuation

charge equal to 10% of the shipment’s valuation will apply for each storage period of fifteen (15) days or
fraction thereof.

• **American Red Ball tariff provisions give the Carrier the option of reimbursement, repair, replacement
with like kind  or third party evaluation. A copy of this tariff provision is available upon request.
